The winners of the International Digital Visual Arts Competition “The Brain Project 2006” have been announced. The thirty best pictures can be seen on www.thebrainproject.eu, in the “Top 30” section, while all the other works – from 42 different countries – can be seen in the “Artists” section.

The thirty best pictures, anonymously selected by an international jury, come from a variety of countries: 16 from Italy, 4 from the US, 2 from Brazil, 2 from the United Kingdom and one each from Greece, Lithuania, Macedonia, The Netherlands, Spain and Australia.

The international competition “The Brain Project 2006” was addressed to painters, graphic designers, and photographers using any kind of digital art form or computer picture processing technique. This event was promoted by Acquamarina – Associazione Culturale with the support of the Regional Committee for Education, Culture, Sport and Peace, Credito Cooperativo del Carso / Zadružna Kraška Banka.
The subject matter of the first edition was “Borders”. Through different photo, photo retouching, graphic, and digital painting techniques participants represented this subject in an evocative, surreal, highly imaginative way without forgetting other aspects, like irony and social criticism.

The thirty best pictures will be displayed on the competition website (www.thebrainproject.eu), at an exhibition in Trieste in January 2007 and published in the exhibition catalogue.

The artist and jury president, Prof. Edward Zajec from the Syracuse University in New York, a real authority on digital art, will attend the exhibition. His works have been displayed in several important museums worldwide, like the Museum of Modern Art in New York, the Centre  Pompidou in Paris and in various international festivals.
Other members of the jury are: Dr. Giulio Montenero, a well-known art critic from Trieste, Alda Balestra von Stauffemberg, art talent scout, Berlin, the photographer Riccardo Baldassarri and the photographer and president of the association “Acquamarina”, Annamaria Castellan.

The objective of “The Brain Project 2006” competition was, as Annamaria Castellan pointed out, “to understand how digital art is created and what its future development will be. It is a recent form art undergoing rapid changes and, despite influencing the painting, the photography and the graphic design realms as well as contributing to increasing their potentials, it cannot be clearly defined and classified as a form of visual art.”

The competition was entirely organised via the internet, which is what characterised it. Applications and images were posted on the competition website, www.thebrainproject.eu, where the jury could browse and evaluate the pictures. A virtual gallery with all the works and the names of participating artists was also created.
The artists participating in the first edition were 309, 162 of whom from Italy, while the remaining 145 from 42 different countries of Central and Eastern Europe, North and South America, Russia, Africa, the Far East and Oceania. After Italy, the highest number of applications came from the United States (40), Germany (15), Brazil (12), the United Kingdom (11), Canada (6), Australia (5). Applications were also sent from Argentina, Chile, Egypt, Israel, the Arabic Emirates, South Africa, India, Malaysia, Switzerland, Austria, Slovenia, the Czech Republic and Slovakia.
